About the Society

The Society is the oldest surviving provincial learned society in western Europe.  Its purpose is to promote and foster among the public knowledge, appreciation and the study of what may now be termed the Arts, Humanities and Sciences.

To this end, the Society maintains premises at Broad Street, Spalding, housing a museum, library and archives.  These facilities are open to members on Monday mornings (09.00-12.00), Thursday evenings (19.00-21.00) and at other times by arrangement.

Each year, twelve public lectures are arranged, held at Spalding Grammar School.  Normally, members are invited to participate in an annual excursion.

The Society is run almost entirely by volunteers drawn from the membership.

Membership Procedures.

Membership applications are considered by the Membership Committee of the Society which decides on whether an applicant should be admitted to membership. The members of the Membership Committee are all members of the Society’s Council of Management. The Membership Committee may ask to meet an applicant in person before deciding whether the applicant should be admitted.

If the Membership Committee should decide to reject an applicant for membership, the applicant will be informed of the reasons for that rejection.

A rejected applicant has the right to appeal against the decision of the Membership Committee. This appeal will be considered by the Society’s Council of Management, (excluding the members of the Membership Committee).  The decision of the Council will be final.
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
